Instruction sheet for teaching 

« The Colour Song »

Note : Before presenting any song or story it is important to set the tone and to prepare the students by having them visualise the vocabulary.

Material you will need:

· One copy of the song blown up to a 14 by 17 format with the colour words in colour.

· One photocopy of the Colour train blown up to a 14 by 17 format to be placed on the board during the step by step instructions and to be coloured with the students as an example of what you want them to do.

· The amount of photocopies of the Colour Train sheet as there are students in the class.(8 ½ by 11 format)

1. Tell the students that they are going to learn a song about colours.

2. Present the colour cards from the Clues Kit and add on the colour labels. (Make sure that you present the colours in the same order as they are in the song). Put the colours on the board.

3. Have the students practice saying the colours.

4. Sing the song presenting the colours as they come along.

5. Sing the song a few times but having the students join in .

6. Tell the students that they are going to colour a Colour Train.

7. Have the students take out their colouring pencils or markers.

8. Have them prepare only the colours that they will use to colour the train.

9. Give step by step instructions.

A. First, take your red pencil(marker).

B. Colour the first wagon.

C. Secondly, take your orange pencil(marker).

D. Colour the second wagon.

Note: Colour your wagon as you tell them to do it.

10. Continue this way until the page is completed.

11. Have the students glue their page in their scrapbook.

12. Auto-evaluation at the end of the class.
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
