Instruction sheet for teaching 

« Down by the Bay »

Note : Before presenting any song or story it is important to set the tone and to prepare the students by having them visualise the vocabulary.

Material you will need:

· CD player and CD

· Vocabulary picture cards

· Enough copies of the song lyrics

· Enough copies of the 1st activity sheet (where students have to write the words under the pictures)

· Enough copies of the 2nd activity sheet (where students pair up and make up 2 new verses)

1. Tell the students that they are going to learn a song with rhymes in it.

2. Present the picture cards and write the words under them on the board. 

3. Have the students practice saying the words (choral repetition).

4. Sing the song pointing to the pictures as they come along.

5. Sing the song a few times but having the students join in .

6. Tell the students that they are going to write the words under the pictures (activity 1).  Erase the  words you had written.  Point to one picture at a time and ask the students to tell you what it is.  Once they get it right, write the word under the picture and have them do the same on their sheet.

7. Ask the students if they can think of other rhymes for the song.  Give them examples: a whale with a polka-dot tail, a fly wearing a tie, etc.

8. Have them pair up and do activity 2.

9. Have the students glue their pages in their scrapbook or put them in their duo-tang.
